Hostile fire pay now prorated

Beginning Feb. 1, the Defense Department will calculate
imminent-danger pay by the day rather than the month. Up
to now, service members received a full month's imminent-
danger pay, $225, for spending even a single day in desig-
nated hazardous areas. Troops will get the extra pay only
for days they're actually present in the danger zones. The
prorated daily amount works out to $7.50.

Z.OP established at Wing

With an ever-decreasing defense budget, we need to maximize
the use of our resources. One sure way to insure this happens is
to reduce overpricing in Air Force acquisitions. The Zero Over-
pricing Program was established for this purpose. In addition, the
program interfaces with the Suggestion Program to provide rec-
ognition and awards to personnel who successfully identify such
overpriced items.
